桃園是全臺外籍人口最多的城市，來自泰國、越南、印尼及菲律賓的移工與新

住民朋友，在桃園辛勤工作，是城市發展的重要力量。面對中央自 111年 6月

起密集修訂包括《跟蹤騷擾防制法》、《性騷擾防治法》、《性別平等教育法》等

多項性別暴力防治相關法規，市府深知語言是保障權益的第一道門檻，唯有讓

每一位市民都「看得懂」、「用得上」，法令才真正落地。 

Taoyuan is home to more foreign nationals than any other city in Taiwan, including 

foreign workers and new immigrants from Thailand, Vietnam, Indonesia and the 

Philippines, all of whom are hard-working and an important force driving urban 

development. Following the central government’s revision of a series of gender-based 

violence prevention related laws since June 2022, including the “Stalking and 

Harassment Prevention Act,” “Sexual Harassment Prevention Act” and “Gender 

Equity Education Act,” Taoyuan City government has been keenly aware that 

language is the first prerequisite for the protection of related rights and only when 

every citizen can “understand” and “use” the legal provisions available to them can 

such laws be fully implemented.

書」，以各族群的母語說明性別暴力類型、相關法規與可求助資源，協助移工

與新住民快速理解自身權益並勇於求助。此電子書亦供在臺讀者廣泛使用，包

括家屬、雇主、就業服務機構（仲介）與通譯人員等，期使所有市民，尤其是

非華語背景的朋友，能清楚理解自己的權益與可運用資源。 

With this in mind, the Taoyuan City Government pooled resources across departments to launch 

the “Multilingual Gender-Based Violence Prevention E-Book.” In communities’ native languages, it 

explains the types of gender-based violence, relevant laws, and available support services—helping 

migrant workers and new residents quickly understand their rights and seek assistance. The e-book 

is also intended for broad use by readers in Taiwan—including family members, employers, labor 

brokers, and interpreters—so that all community members, especially those without a Mandarin 

background, can clearly understand their rights and the support resources available.
